Knowledge and Understanding of the World:

	Aahna is a keen observer who observed pictures from the bulletin board during the ‘Flowers’ project and shared “Pink flower”, “Yellow flower” “Garden” and during the food theme she said, “Roti”,“Rice”,“Dal”,“Aa baby Strawberry khye che.” She is able to recognize the pictures from the book placed in the book’s corner like “Aa baby rade che”, “Aa zebra che”, “Monkey tyre upar bathu che.” She engages very well with all the material placed in the class and uses it meaningfully like, uses beads with kitchen set (pan, cup, plate) and makes food for teacher.

Language Skills:

	Aahna has good command over her mother tongue and has very good vocabulary. She suggests rhymes to be recited in the class during the music and movement session and also recites it with her teacher and peers. Creative Development:

	Aahna is able to do palm printing, finger printing, paper crumpling and paper tearing during the art sessions. She participated enthusiastically in model making of a paper garland during ‘Flowers’ project. She can scribble using chalk on the chokies as well as on the black board and uses crayons of her choice to scribble on paper of different sizes. Her creativity is seen when she makes a flower, ball or mountain using clay during the art session and makes ladoos and cake from wet sand in the sand pit area during the outdoor session.
