We will be completing the first theme through remote learning shortly, and it is important to assess
student learning to inform further interventions. 

In a face-to-face teaching context, Unit-end Assessment Tests (UEA’s) are conducted at the end of
each theme for this purpose. However, since this year has again started with remote learning, we
would like to give students more time to adjust to a new grade and program and the larger situation,
before summative/graded tests are conducted.

We will start this Semester with ‘non-graded quizzes’ like last year, and we will plan to shift to a
graded-tests methodology (i.e. UEA) when we feel it is the right time for students. Apart from these
non-graded quizzes, teachers will also constantly monitor student progress through evidence of their
ongoing work and their participation in the classes.

Students will get qualitative feedback on their performance by teachers, to further support their
learning. Parents should encourage students to review and revise what they have learnt in
Theme 1 before the quiz, but do not place any pressure for performance .

The teachers
will post the PDF of the paper in the respective google classroom during the UEA time in
Google Meet. Students are expected to write the answers in their subject notebooks and
upload a scanned copy (PDF format) of the same on the respective Google Classroom.

● Gujarati oral assessment will  be conducted through the respective Google Classroom.
Students will need to submit the same by 21st July.

● Students will be oriented by respective subject teachers on the process of conducting the
quiz. Students will have regular sessions during the quiz as per the regular remote learning
timetable.
